Hello, first, I should say that I am not Happy Rhodes.  My name is Vickie Mapes and I have no professional interests in her. I’m not sending these CDs at her request,  I’m just a fan, and I like sending people her music.  I thought that maybe you’d enjoy her. Happy doesn’t have an agent, or a manager, or even a record label.  She released her first 9 albums on a tiny label called Aural Gratification, then, after she’d already recorded her 10th album, was signed to Samson Records. They released Many Worlds Are Born Tonight, but then dropped her because they didn’t know what in the world to do with her.  I’ve been a fan since 1988, and I’m disappointed by Samson’s dismissal of her. Her fans are a loyal bunch (there’s been an Internet mailing list dedicated to her since 1991) and we’re brainstorming ways to get her some attention. I’m sending these CDs out on my own, not as part of the mailing list (called Ecto) effort. 

Happy started playing guitar when she was 11, and writing music when she was 13.  At 17 she started working at a recording studio in Rensselaer, NY as an apprentice engineer.  To learn the equipment, she started recording her own songs.
